COMMITTEES AND ACTIVITIES  

Dear Parishioners, 
 
We are celebrating 25 years in the way we do it 
best—late!  May 12, 2016 passed without fanfare 
around here.  It’s late, but not too late.  Memory of 
the past is important.  Catholics are essentially 
rooted in the past but its better if we are active 
about our remembering.  Twenty-five years ago, 
Bishop Sullivan was courageous enough to do 
what none in the episcopacy had done in America: 
facilitate the existence of a new kind of communi-
ty with exclusive use of the Traditional Latin 
Mass.  Of course, he wasn’t the only one with 
courage, generosity, patience, foresight, etc.  He 
was both acting on his own and reacting to others, 
like Micky Reardon, Charles Furlough and, of 
course, Fr. Adrian.  It was an experiment.  Eleven 
years later Bishop Sullivan would erect the com-
munity to a parish.  Nine years after that, Fr. Adri-
an graciously entrusted the fruit of his labor to the 
Fraternity of St. Peter.  Five years later, the experi-
ment continues.  Thank you to God, and to all who 
cooperated with God, to get us to this point.   

It would be wrong for anyone to say, “I 
deserve the credit!”  God deserves the credit for all 
good without reservation or qualification.  On the 
other hand, this parish has not been a paradise on 
earth.  Neither God, nor anyone wise, promised it 

would be.  Over the years, some have become dis-
illusioned and left.  These ‘huff n’puff’ parishion-
ers will all discover the same problems soon recur-
ring again.  Some never get why.

The Kingdom of Christ is not of this 
world.  But, the divine is founded on the human.  
Human institutions—even good ones—inevitably 
cause disillusionment.  It is God’s design that, if 
the disillusionment is met with courage and pa-
tience and foresight, the crisis can be resolved, 
lessons learned, and real virtue acquired.  This is 
what causes real growth.  What follows is a period 
of peace and happiness.  If we run from disillusion-
ment, we run from real growth, we have run from 
God.  

This parish exists for the sake of the King-
dom of Heaven, which paradoxically, is not of this 
world.  The kingdom both comes to you from the 
outside (the sacraments) and comes from within 
(true conversion).  Our church is for the sake of the 
kingdom, so are the restrooms, the offices, and our 
new Fr. Adrian Hall.  These rooms are not the 
kingdom of heaven, but they are for the sake of the 
kingdom of heaven.  By the grace of God, may we 
use them to the utmost of their potential.  Thank 
you for your part in making it all happen.
